They are
experts in the mechanics of accounting and have a
strong foundation in accounting capabilities that
support Certified Public Accountants and finance
professionals. They are competent and experienced in
maintaining financial records, preparing financial
analysis, processing management information, and
they possess practical business skills and up-to-date
accounting knowledge to assist management in
making critical decisions.

Membership admission

To become a member of the HKIAAT, a candidate has
to satisfy the following requirements:

» successfully complete the AAT examination
(knowledge);

» successfully complete the professional assessment
(values);

= possess one year practical experience (skills);

= be of good character and a fit and proper person to
be a member; and

= be at |least 16 years old.
